IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND AGREED by and between the

parties hereto that upon filing of this Stipulation of Settlement



that the Defendant acknowledges the jurisdiction of this Court and

accepts service of any Complaint in this matter; and,

IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND ACKNOWLEDGED by Defendant

that he provided materially false or misleading information to

Mercury Insurance Colnpany on his application for automobile

insurance dated January i0, 2011; and,

IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND AGREED that this conduct

constitutes a violation of NoJ.S.A. 17:33A-I et seq., and that any

future violation of the New Jersey Insurance Fraud Prevention Act,

N.J.S.A. 17:33~-i et seq., shall be considered a subsequent

violation; and,

IT IS HEREBY STIPULATED AND AGREED that the Defendant

shall pay a civil penalty to -the Commissioner, New Jersey

Department of Banking and Insurance,. in the ~mount of $5,000.00,

$808.00 in attorney’s fees, and a $250.00 surcharge, for a total of

$6,058.00 ("Settlement Amount’S), to be satisfied upon the fo!lowing

terms and conditions:

I.     Prior to November 9, 2015, the Defendant shall

execute and return this Stipulation of Settlement and the

accompanying Order for Entry of Judgment by Consent to the attorney

for the Commissioner with a certified Check, bank check or money

order in the amount of $2050.00, payable to the "Commissioner, New

Jersey Department of Banking and Insurance."

purs~ant to the Order for Entry of Judgment by Consent signed in

conjunction with this Stipulation of Settlement or may undertake



such other judicial process as may be appropriate.

IT IS [’URTHER STIPULATED AND AGREED that the penalties of

this Stipulation of Set’tlement are imposed pursuant to the police

powers of the State of New Jersey for the enforcement of the law

and protection of the public health, safety and welfare, and are

not intended to constitute debts which may be limited or discharged

in a bankruptcy proceeding.
