17: 33A-4 (a) (1) , N. J. S.A. 17: 33A-4 (a) (3) ~a) , N. ~. S.A. 17: 33A-4 (b) , 

and N, J.S.A. 17:33A-4 (c) by knowingly presenting, or causing to be 

presented, false oral and written information to the Metropolitan 

Pro~Prty and Casualty insurance Company ("Met Life") in support of 

an application for an automobile insurance policy and a subsequent 

claim for benefits pursuant to - the policy. 

2. Defendants' aforementioned conduct constitutes one 

violation of the Fraud Act for each of the Defendants, and any 

future violation of the Fraud Act shall be considered a subsequent 

violation for each of the Defendants. 

3. Defendants agree that they shall not engage in any 

future vi..olat.ions of the Fraud Act. 

4. Defendants are joir~tly and severally liable for and 

shall pay a total amount of $8, OQO. 00 to the Plaintiff ("Settlement 

Amount"). This Settlement Amaunt consists of $6,500.00 in civil 

penalties pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17:33A-5(b); $1,175,00 in 

attorneys' fees pla.rsuant to N. J. S.A. 17 : 33A-5 (b) ; and $355.00 in 

statutor~r surcharge pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17:33A-5.1. 
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5. Defendants shall pay the Settlement Amount upon the 

fallowing 'terms and conditions: 

a. Immediately upon execution of this Stipulation of 

Settlement by Defendants, Defendants shall remit to the attorney 

far the Commissioner the entire amount of $8,000.00 by certified 

check, official bank check, or money order made payable to the 

"Commissioner, New Jer,ey Department of Banking and Insurance" and 

sent to:
