accident to USAA and by concealing and failing to disclose the 

damage to Defendant's Vehicle when requesting a change in 

coverage. 

FINAL JUDGMENT is on this 1St day of April 2021, 

entered in the amount of $8,500.00 against Defendant Michael 

Labella and in favor of Plaintiff, Marlene Caride, Commissioner 

of the New Jersey Department of Banking and Insurance. This 

amount consists of: a $5,000.00 civil penalty for one violation 

of the Fraud Act, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17:33A-5(b); attorneys' 

fees of $2,500.00, pursuant to N.J.S.A. 17:33A-5(b); and a 

statutory fraud surcharge of $1,000.00 pursuant to N.J.S.A.
