OPIiVIOfV: T"he amount of fraud attempted was in excess of $6000 and was in excess of the 

penalties requested ($3500 and $1000). The additional amounts of attorney's fees and loss of 

license were considered, but without all the penalties being imposed as requested the potential 

gain from the fraud would exceed the risk of loss or penalty on the case. The purpose of the 

statutory scheme is to deter fraud and, so, the request is granted.
